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¢ Traffic Safety: HPD officers issued 98 citations and
warning for the month of September. There were 10
collisions, 3 occurred on the bypass at Rt482, and 2 were in
parking lots. No other streets had more than one crash.

% Community Involvement: HPD officers made 158 property
checks at businesses, schools and government facilities.
With school in session HPD officers have spent a lot of
time assisting with programs, Back to School nights, Pep
Rallies, Lock Down Drills and Fire Drills. Many officers
also attending ALERT training taught by Duane Williams
(CCPS Police), to keep the teachers/staff and officers in
the same mind set during an actual emergency. On 9/15
Cpl. Holland and Pfc. Fogle attending the Fields HOA
meeting. On 9/25 Lt. Gaegler attended MSP Westminster
Barrack’s Open House, while Chief Meekins, Pfc. Thorn
and Pfc. Fogle attended the Roadway Dedication to fallen
Officer Jason Schneider.

%* Chief Meekins hosted an Opioid open discussion at Town
Hall on 9/27. It appears we were able to make
partnerships in this fight against opioid addictions. In



attendance were members of LE, SAO, Doctors, Nurses,
Pain Mgmt Specialist, Addictions Recovery Specialist, and
many members of the Town Council and community.
Thank you all who attended.

¢ Serious Crime: During September there was one burglary
(unknown when it occurred in the past year, due to
homeowner residing somewhere else at this time); one
spousal assault; and 4 thefts which included 3 from
vehicles and one from a residence.

“* Arrests: HPD officers made 7 arrests in September, 6
adults and 1 juvenile. Charges included: DUI (2), Driving
while Suspended (1), Spousal Assault (1), Fleeing and
Eluding (1), theft (1), and for distribution of marijuana (1).

“* K9 is still currently training with Baltimore City Police
Department.

“* Pfc. Cranshaw was awarded Hampstead’s Smooth
Operator of the Year 2016 for his traffic safety dedication.
